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As you know, Upton and our wonderful river Severn are the hosts for this year's ARA Tour —a
recreational paddle from Stourport to Gloucester Docks. And for URC members, this is a special treat
as we can either chose to sign up for the whole tour or take part in just a day or two.

So what is an ARA Tour? Well last year | took part along with some other inquisitive URC members, and | can
honestly say it was great fun.

In 2007 it was the turn of the upper part of the Thames, starting from the sleepy backwater of Bablock Hythe and
working our way through Oxford, Reading and down to the true home of rowing, Henley-on-Thames. Having set off
from Upton on Thursday lunchtime we left our boats at the starting point and made our way onto Abingdon, which
would be our base for the three nights. After a hearty meal with all the rowers and coxes on the tour (around 50 odd),
we retired to bed with a little trepidation, wondering how on earth we were going to row 96km/ 60 miles? Up to this
point, I had only rowed as far as the shed and back and Christine, our cox, had never even been in a rowing boat, so
this was totally unchartered territory!

A bright and breezy start on the Friday morning, saw us
transported by coach to our starting point, Bablock Hythe. The
Thames at this point is only wide enough for two slim narrow
boats to squeeze past each other and the water was very nearly
level with the open fields through which the river meandered.
Getting 50 people and their boats of all shapes and sizes onto
the river for the first time was an interesting feat. Many were
keen to set off as quickly as possible, fuelled by excitement and
| suspect keen to be the first ones to reach the lunch stop for the
best sandwiches! Upton took things easy, after all, what was the
rush, we had 3 days of rowing ahead.

The first stretch of river was glorious and so different from rowing on the Severn. There were no willows to obstruct
your view over the banks so you could see for miles. Grazing sheep and cattle came up to the water’s edge to see
what was going on but soon scampered when we appeared due to the horrendous racket that George and Alan’s
seats were making on the slide of our boat! In what felt like no time at all, and with the squeaks of the seats subsided,
we arrived at the first lock. Anyone who has been through a lock on a narrow boat will know that it is a tricky business
at first, getting positioned correctly and of course working out ‘lock etiquette’. For me, it was a whole new experience
and, in a rowing boat, a bit of a challenge at first. As the weekend progressed and the number of locks under our belt
increased, we all became expert at forming a sturdy raft of boats, each holding the blades, bows and sterns of the next
boat. In fact, by the time we reach Henley, we had all mastered the art of fitting at least 7 fours/quads and a double in
a lock — a strange site for the people on the tow path to behold.

But back to the journey. After a very hearty lunch (there were still plenty of yummy sandwiches and treats) we rowed
through the spires of Oxford, past fields and stately houses to Abingdon. We arrived back to the hotel feeling jubilant
that we'd survived the first day and had already shaved 22 miles off our journey. The only thing required was a hot
shower or soak in the bath and a good drink.

Day two — Abingdon to Pangbourne. This was definitely a day to see
how the other half live. Fabulously grand houses along the river,
some tasteful, others not! One even had a helicopter in the garden
and at that point, | almost considered trading my seat in the boat for
a seat in that chopper as my poor behind was starting to feel a bit
painful, but sadly the owner wasn't in (probably on a beach in
Barbados the lucky devil). However, we rowed on as there was a
pub at the end of this stretch and a celebratory dinner back in
Abingdon that evening.

Day three — the last stretch to Henley. We were all feeling a little
jaded as we boarded the coach — was it lethargy setting in or just a little too much wine the night before? Who knows
but today was going to be a real sense of achievement and so we set off from sleepy Pangbourne down to Reading.
In all this was the only disappointing stretch of the journey, when for a brief couple of miles we spotted some up-ended
shopping trollies in the water, but once we reached the centre of Reading and headed on down to our journey’s end,
the beauty of the Thames returned. As we arrived at our final lock in Henley, it was almost hard to believe that we had
rowed 60 miles. But what confirmed our journey was the fact we had lost all feeling in our bums! And as we waddled
our way into Henley boat club for our farewell lunch we all felt proud to have completed the course.



And my advice to anyone considering joining this year’s tour — you’ll have a great time, you'll meet
like-minded rowers from all over the country (probably even an Australian and a Dutch lady) and if
you can, row alongside the Maidstone bunch — they have bags of sweets and might even share them!
